a. Why is this kind of exhortation sometimes necessary, not just for Timothy, but for
many believers?

18. Ephesians 4:14 provides another reason for becoming mature in our faith. What is it?

a. What phrases in this verse describe the instability of children?

c. What happens to the body when every part does its share?
d. What does the body do to itself when it grows?
