FALL - God Judges, Pt.2

God is good. When He created the heavens and the earth, He called it good.
He created mankind after His own image, and called it very good. Last time
we were together we talked about how sin entered the world. This time we
will focus more on its effects. After all, the history of man, as well as man’s
current state, is totally corrupted by sin.

It is not enough to simply acknowledge the evil and sin that is in this world.
We must understand sin with a Biblical perspective, if we are going to
experience God’s forgiveness and His purifying work in our lives.

To begin, read the following Scriptures: 1 John 1:5-10, Romans 6,
Romans 5:20, Ephesians 2:1-10, Ephesians 4:17-32.

These verses tell us of many truths regarding sin, its effects, and our
responses to it; they also remind us of our standing in Christ. The following
questions are meant to help you think through some practical, real life
application concerning sin, especially for believers. Don’t worry about getting
the right answer. The process of thinking through it is what’s important.

1. What is the effect of sin (actions, attitudes, and nature) on the world we
live?

2. What are some ways that you respond sinfully to your sin?



3. What does it look like for you to address sin in your life?

4. Where in your life is God calling you to confession and repentance?

5. What is your attitude toward your own sin? What should it be?

6. How has God responded to sin in your life?



7. What is the main thing you learned about sin these past two weeks?

8. What is the main question that you have that you will bring to your group
the next time we meet?

Prayer: Reflect and meditate on the holiness of God and what it reveals about
your sinfulness.

Pray for a godly view of sin.

Pray for forgiveness of our sin.

Pray for forgiveness for our sinful responses to sin.
Pray for those who are dead in sin to meet Jesus.
